Literacy & English: Aspects of Learning                 


Listening & Talking: Listen to/ accurately fulfil basic instructions. Share personal experiences.  Oral class discussions/ respond to texts/ ask and answer HOTS questions; watch/ discuss video clips/ powerpoints, notes/ bullet points.


Reading: With ‘Song of the Dolphin Boy’ and ‘The Angel of Nitshill Road’ as shared reading texts, use all tools and strategies from Reading Toolkit to develop comprehension; settings/ characterisations. Revise phonic skills in order to read with increasing fluency and expression. Widen bank of sight vocabulary using topic-related shared reading books (including non-fiction) and Literacy World/ book-banded guided readers/ novels for differentiated groups and Parliamo Glasgow phrases. 


Writing: Personal news, fact-file famous Glaswegian, label maps/ diagrams, poster/ leaflet, postcard (famous landmark), newspaper article (Clydebank Blitz). Focus on using VCOP and ensuring writing makes sense.


Handwriting: Nelson: revise lower/upper case formation, continue joins.  


Phonics/Spelling: RWI spelling programme 2B (units 1-8). Grammar: Revise parts of speech : nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs, conjunctions, speech marks. 


Assessment: Information poster/ leaflet re tourism Glasgow; reading texts with fluency and expression; comprehension (reading records); cold writing.

Numeracy & Mathematics Aspects of Learning


Number systems, Patterns and Relationships	 


Numbers to 1000; read/ write HTU in figures and words; speed in number bonds to 20 (using strategies including rounding); round any number to nearest 10 and 100; addition & subtraction: beyond 100 vertically using bridging and decomposition (HTU) to 999; revise 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 and 10 times tables and links to division and fractions; introduce equivalent fractions, mixed numbers and fractions of numbers.


Time – Revise quarter past (analogue/ digital), intro am/pm notation, use appropriate timers to time activities.


Money : - Identify coins and notes to £20 and record different ways to make same amounts, strategies to add/ subtract to £5 and beyond. 


Shape : Symmetry; shapes in the environment (patterns/ pictures/ 2-D shapes).


Info Handling Compare block/ line and pie charts (purple mash)- favourite landmark/ Glaswegian, investigate scale; carroll diagrams relating to materials; interpret data to make reasonable predictions of probability.


Assessment: paying for/ receiving change for Scottish souvenirs; equivalent fractions.
