Reading: 


Continue reading toolkit strategies focus on prediction, connecting, visualising and scanning Use information books to research habitats and animals. Owl Babies, Hungry caterpillar, Percy the Park Keeper book studies.  


Explore and read a variety of books for enjoyment. Continue to build up reading comprehension through RWI green, purple, pink and yellow books. Build vocabulary through green, speedy green and red words as taught through RWI. Continue to revise and learn set 1, 2 and 3 sounds. Enjoyment and choice in library and open area.

Writing: 


Shared writing and have-a-go writing connected to IDL. Through the magic door writing exploring different habitats (woodlands, underwater, jungle, desert, artic). Endangered species poster. Butterfly life cycle diary. Become confident using adjectives to describe characters and settings using through the magic door context. Begin to use connectives and continue to build on punctuation. Have a go writing area in open area.


Write sentences, fulfilling the 6 main criteria: - correct pencil grip; finger spaces; writing on the line; show control over letter formation, including size; use capital letters where necessary and use correct punctuation.  Written responses to RWI texts.

Numeracy & Mathematics Aspects of Learning


Number system, patterns & relationships 


Numeracy – ordering, sorting, number formation, missing numbers. MNU 0-02a


Quick recall of Number bonds to 20. Addition/subtraction to 30 and beyond focusing on missing numbers. Continue number sequences FWS and BWS up to 100. Partitioning numbers into part, part, whole. Doubling and halving. Counting items in 2s, 5s and 10s. 


Various open area activities to explore number and patterns of the hundred square.

Introduce coins to 50p – adding and giving change – toy shop role play. MNU 0-09a
