1. Pupil Equity Fund: Performance Review

Performance review indicates 84% of SIMD 1/2performaing at or above expected levels.

Predicted attainment across the school: 

· Almost all P1,4 & 7 pupils on track to achieve  appropriate CFE level in Reading (93%) This reflect improvement being achieved at early level

· Almost all (90%) P1,4 & 7 pupils on track   to achieve appropriate levels in numeracy

· Most P1,4 & 7 pupils on track to achieve appropriate writing levels. (88%) This reflects 10% improvement in early level writing
